The Cyprus Bridge Federation is a member of the Cyprus Sports Organisation and has since October 2009 modernised its constitution in the standards prescribed by the Cyprus Sports organisation and the European Union. 

Our Federation is based at the Olympic House in Nicosia.

In 2010 Cyprus has six bridge clubs members of the Federation (Nicosia, Ayios Andreas also in Nicosia, Limassol, UKCA also in Limassol, Lefkara and Paphos) while we are soon expecting the formation of a club from Pissouri.

At this point, let me warmly welcome the members of these clubs who are now here with us.
The objective of our Federation is the development of bridge as an Olympic sport and the growth in its popularity so that it becomes more widely known especially by younger people.
In 2008 in the first World Mind Games that took place in Beijing, two of our young players secured very respectable positions, an indicator of the potential of young Cypriots. 

After a lot of effort of the present management committee of the Federation, in 2010 bridge was introduced in the night schools programme of the Ministry of Education.

The number of interested students throughout Cyprus is beyond expectations and the objective to attract new players is finally achieved! 

The present management committee of the the Federation is working hard and with a vision starting an ambitious high-aspiring journey.

Keeping up with technology, in 2010 the Federation created an official website on the internet thus opening a window to the world.

In April 2010, in a world first, the annual teams competition in memory of Agnes Vermeiren was organised in an airport, the new Larnaca Airport. 
For the first time we also had a League Cup in which teams from all over Cyprus took part.
The annual International Bridge Festival was also successfully organised. 

Our national team with the guidance of the Polish International player and teacher Krzysztof Martens took part in the Paneuropean Games in Ostende, Belgium, gaining valuable experiences. In addition, the Federation sponsors lessons on-line for the people interested for the national team by the Canadian teacher Bob McPhee.    

In September 2010, our national team took part in the Small Federations Cup of Europe in Slovenia.

Two members of the Federation were sent to participate in a seminar for tournament directors organised by the European Bridge League in San Remo Italy.
We consider this year as the year of re-birth of the Cyprus Bridge Federation.
